This Committee’s initiatives have the students in mind. They include participation in an
eco-cap collection project. The Committee’s 3R initiative collects furniture, household
appliances, and bicycles from students and faculty and staff members, and these items are
then repaired and provided to international and new students. The Committee’s greening Muitilingual
efforts include the installing of green walls, growing of plants in the campus’s flowerbeds, and composting of
fallen leaves.

The created specimens become direct sources of information about the

easy study of the species’ morphological variants.

The ratio of Mie Prefecture’s young people who donate blood is the
lowest in Japan at 47th. The “Vampires” are actively working to attract
donors in areas where there are no blood donation centers in an effort TR
to change this ratio. In particular, because the number of blood donors Multitingual
is shrinking nationwide due to COVID-19, they established a social media platform, in
the hope of sharing the importance of donating blood and increasing its familiarity
with younger people, who will be future donors.
